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Recognizing our Donors — Past and Present

June 27th was a special evening at York
Central Hospital as over 140 guests
attended a reception to witness the
unveiling of two new Donor
Recognition Walls honouring our past
and present donors. York Central
Hospital and the Foundation have
always been committed to recognizing
our many generous community sup-
porters. Hospital CEO, Bruce Harber,
Foundation Chair, Greg Miklas and
Foundation Treasurer, Nancy Coxford,
thanked our donors for their continued
support in helping fund the needed
medical technology to bring high qual-
ity healthcare to our community.

The Rose of York Donor Recognition pro-
gram was originally developed in 1985.
Located in the north end of the
Hospital’s Langstaff Wing, the focal
point of the display was a ceramic rose
surrounded by tiles of varying sizes rec-
ognizing our generous donors. In its 16
year history the program raised over
$2.5 million for the purchase of needed
medical equipment at the Hospital. The
program ended in 2001 when it became

clear that the Hospital’s expansion plan
necessitated the demolition of the Rose
of York walls.

New equipment has significantly
improved services as well. A new
Angiography Suite for cardiac
patients has cut patient wait times from
two to four weeks, while the addition of
a second CT scanner has also cut wait
times in half. The new John Di Poce
Family MRI scanner has reduced wait-
ing lists in non-urgent cases from 24
weeks to less than 8 weeks. High priority
cases are less than a week or immediate.

Donor Takes Advantage 0f New Capital Gains Tax Rules

Early in 2006, one of the Share the
Spirit of Care Campaign volunteers
approached one of his friends from
school days in Richmond Hill.
Together they recalled the support of
their respective families for the origi-
nal hospital in the early 1960s. The
friend (and spouse) were receptive to
the current approach for support,
acknowledging the inadequacy of
existing facilities and the daunting
challenges presented by growth in
the Hospital’s catchment area.

In further discussions regarding pos-
sible ways of contributing to the
Campaign, our volunteer pointed
out the advantages, from a tax point
of view, of the donation of securities
in which the donor has experienced
a capital gain. Indeed, the April fed-
eral budget eliminated capital gains
taxes on gifts of securities to a regis-
tered charity. Our volunteer recom-
mended a discussion of the tax
implications with the couple’s finan-
cial advisor.

The couple’s subsequent donation
came in the form of securities using
a disarmingly simple procedure
which results in both the elimination
of capital gains tax with respect to
the sale of these securities AND the
usual income deduction receipt for
the full amount of the donation.

Initially, the couple had felt that the
capital gains “break” was probably
only beneficial for those capable
of very large contributions. They
have discovered that the “break” is
every bit as effective for givers of
more modest amounts. York Central
